AUTUMN FIELDWORK

In the test pits at Wimpole, one extraordinary find was a piece of carved bone, perhaps the
base of a chess piece.

As part of one of our projects we have been able to make use of the metal detecting skills of
some of our members. This has produced a fine collection of material: five strap ends of 9"
to 14" century date; a very rare horse harness pendant of the 12" century and several items
of Roman date, some of which appear to be military belt fittings.

These metal finds need to be drawn and we would be very pleased to hear from any
member who has the skills or is willing to learn.
